Edifice Cloutier, Saint-Pierre et Belleau

Le notaire Cloutier fit construire cet édifice, ceuvre de
Rene-Pamphile Lemay, afin d’y mstaller son nouveau
cabinet. Remplacant I’ancien batiment, celui-c1, de
forme rectangulaire avec colonnes et fronton antiques,
se distingue par la symetrie de sa fenestration, par le
soucl de sa décoration inteérieure et par ses remar-
quables boiseries. La construction de I’édifice ayant éte
achevee en 1908, soit quatre ans apres son deces, Me
Cloutier ne P'aura finalement pas occupe. Plusieurs
ctudes de notaires s’y sont succedees depuis.

Owned by notary
Thomas-Zozyme
Cloutier until his
919 death in 1904,

this residence is

one of Chicoutimi’s most beautiful representatives of
the Victorian era as far as built heritage is concerned.

The Cloutier, Saint-Pierre et Belleau building

Notary Cloutier commissioned the erection of this buil-
ding, designed by Rene-Pamphile Lemay, in order to
move in his new notary office. Replacing the former
building, this one, in a rectangular shape and adorned
with antique columns and pediment, stands out thanks
to the symmetry of its fenestration, the care of its inte-
rior decoration and the remarkable wood panelling.
The construction having been completed in 1908, four
years after his death, Me Cloutier himself didn t use it.
Many successive notary offices occupied it ever since.
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
