HOTEL CHICOUTIMI
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BANQC, SHS, P2, 00149

Fonde en 1899, ’Hotel Chicoutimi a €té agrandi, recons-
truit et rénove a plusieurs reprises. Son aspect actuel
revele le passage de nombreux architectes : le batiment
d’origine de R.-P. Lemay, dont certamnes chambres
subsistent, le pavillon arrondi au comm de la rue
Salaberry (Lamontagne et Gravel, 1960), ’agencement
colore de la facade (Gravel et Gravel, 1969) et finalement
la corniche, ajoutee lors des grandes rénovations du 100¢
anniversaire. Au  XX°¢ siecle, le Chateau Saguenay
s’¢levait face a I’Hotel Chicoutimi. Avec ses 120
chambres, celui-ci €tait, avec I’Hotel Beemer de Roberval,
le plus grand ¢tablissement hotelier de la région. Le
Chateau Saguenay sera a I’origine du grand feu du 24 juin
1912. Tout le quartier est incendi¢ de la Cathédrale jusqu’a
la Banque de Montréal et 200 familles se retrouvent sur le
pave.

CHICOUTIMI
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Established in 1899, Hotel Chicoutimi has been enlarged,
rebuilt and renovated many times. Its present appearance
reflects the work of many architects: the original building by
R.-P. Lemay has some still existing rooms, the rounded
pavilion on the corner of Salaberry was by Lamontagne et
Gravel in 1960; the frontages colourful ordering was by
Gravel et Gravel in 1969, as well as the cornice which was
added during the important renovations for the 100th
anniversary. In the beginning of the 20t Century, Chateau
Saguenay stood across the street from Hotel Chicoutimi. With
its 120 rooms, it was the largest hotel facility in the region
along with Hotel Beemer in Roberval. Chateau Saguenay
would be the point of origin of the June 24th 1912 great fire.
The whole neighbourhood, from the cathedral to the Banque
de Montreal burned down and 200 families were thrown on the
pavement.
